John Dewey High School was selected to be a Restart School based upon a comprehensive plan designated to demonstrate our commitment for school improvement.

What is the Restart model?

In the Restart model, our school has been matched to a non-profit educational partner organization (EPO) that will work closely with the Principal and school community to implement a targeted improvement plan.  The Institute for Student Achievement (ISA) is our EPO, and we will work together to determine how to strengthen the curriculum, develop academic supports for students, and help teachers improve practice.  Under the Restart model, our school will remain open, all students currently enrolled will continue to be enrolled next year, and a new class of students will be admitted next year through the school’s current admissions policy.  Unlike some of the other models, the restart does not require any staff or leadership changes at the school at this time.
